The Sanyare Odori festival is held on May 3 in seven different areas around
Kusatsu City. The word “Sanyare” doesn’t mean anything, but according to
one theory, it's a corruption of the phrase “sachi are,” which means “good
luck” and is thought to have been used in the festival to express the wish
for a bountiful harvest and the warding away of infectious diseases. In May
2018, Kusatsu's Sanyare Odori was recognized as a component of the Japan
Heritage “Lake Biwa and its Surrounding Waters: The Water Heritage of
Prayers and Lifestyle” along with the Ashiura-kannon-ji Temple. Further, in
February 2020, it was designated as a National Important Intangible Folk
Cultural Property. In November 2022, it was registered as a UNESCO Intangible
Cultural Heritage under the 41 “Furyu-odori" dances of Japan as the “Sanyare
Odori of Omi Konan.”
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In the Edo period (1603-1867), the post station town of Kusatsu-juku flourished as the 52nd of the 53 stations of the Tokaido Highway counting
from Edo, and as the station where the Tokaido and Nakasendo highways crossed. Two inns, called honjin, which provided lodgings to feudal
lords and court nobles, were built at Kusatsu-juku. One, the Tanaka Shichizaemon Honjin, still stands today. One of the largest extant honjin in
Japan, it still looks just as it did in the Edo period and was designated as the “Kusatsu-juku Honjin” National Historic Site in 1949.

2017, the area was reborn as Kusatsugawa-Atochi Park, a place for people to connect with nature and with other people.
The park includes an information center which serves as a venue for civic activities, an event plaza, outdoor benches and
tables, garden areas with various themes, and the KUSATSU COCORIVA retail area. In addition to being a place for events, this
bustling space has also been used as a movie location and has become a symbol of the community in Kusatsu.

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The Asiatic dayflower, with its beautiful cobalt blue petals, has been designated as
the city flower of Kusatsu. So-called aobana-gami or “dayflower paper,” made from
the juice squeezed from the petals of this flower, has been a specialty of Kusatsu since
the Edo period, and is used to provide stenciling for Kyo-yuzen, Kaga yuzen, and Kyo-
kanoko-shibori traditional Japanese dyed fabrics.

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Ubaga Mochi, granted Kusatsu Brand certification in 2019, is a local
confection that is a favorite of many people in Kusatsu.
